Theme

Requirements
· Class will meet for up to two hours each week to discuss scientific publications.  Each discussion will be led by a student, who will be responsible for preparing a brief PowerPoint presentation including relevant figures and additional material drawn from the literature. 
· All students are expected to read the assigned papers before class and participate by offering questions and criticisms regarding each discussion paper.
· The lead presenter is expected to conduct a literature review and be prepared to answer questions and provide supplementary information on the discussion paper. 
· Discussion topics may include both classic and current themes, and must be assigned or approved by the instructor.
